Competition for Halifax 2011 Canada Games Invitational Test Event (CGInv):
Ladies: 100m, 500m, 1000m, 1500m, 3000m, Team Pursuit

The number of competitors on the 3000m distance (longest distance) will not be restricted. Quartet start may be used for all distances except the 500m.

Masters Eligibility: 

All skaters registered as Competitive members of Speed Skating Canada who have reached the age of 30 prior to July 1st 2010 and have not been a member of Canadian National Team within the past two years are eligible to compete.  As per Rule B1-200, age determination is based on age of participant before July 01st prior to the event.

Drawing, Classification

Neighboured five year age groups with a small number of participants may be put together for drawing and speed skating in the competition (in these combined age groups the age group of each skater will be written behind his/her name in the protocol). The classification however will be done separately in 5 year age groups independent of the number of participants in an age group. The winner of the four-distance contest in his/her age group is the skater who has completed successfully all distances and has obtained the lowest total of points in his/her 5 year age group.
